ABOUT THE BIG BLUE BUS
The Big Blue Bus (BBB) began service in 1928 to serve Santa Monica and the west side of Los Angeles. Now more than 80 years later, BBB’s 400 employees provide quality transit services across 58-square miles of the most densely populated area in L.A. County. Each day 200 Big Blue Buses carry more than 44,400 riders to and from more than 900 bus stops via local, freeway express and Rapid services.
BBB is a cornerstone of Santa Monica’s sustainable city program. The fleet operates Electric Hybrid, Compressed and Liquefied Natural Gas (CNG/LNG) vehicles, which emit 80% fewer harmful pollutants than gasoline-powered vehicles. BBB operations recycle everything from bus batteries to tires, oil, window shields and even the water used to clean the fleet. Biodegradable supplies are also used for cleaning whenever possible. 
BBB facilities are also built to showcase the agency’s commitment to sustainability. The 66,000-sq. foot maintenance building includes eco-friendly construction materials, ventilation, solar panels and lighting. Blue: the Transit Store, BBB’s customer service center, serves thousands of visitors in-person and by phone each month in a setting that includes recycled and renewable materials from floor to ceiling.
A municipal department, BBB is governed by the City of Santa Monica’s City Council, which allows BBB to operate as an enterprise fund.
